A Word from The Rector 
Today is the Last Sunday after Epiphany, known traditionally as Quinquagesima or fifty days before Easter.  The readings today take us to the top of the mountain of Transfiguration with the glimpse of our Lord’s risen glory and his fulfilment of the law and the prophets, as his face shone and he appeared with Moses and Elijah.  The disciples wanted to capture the moment; instead, they were called down from the mountain and out into the complexities and challenges of the world.  Lent calls us to something similar.  We travel with Jesus and draw closer to him and we are strengthen for service in his name. In so doing we draw closer to one another.  Lent invites us into a spiritual journey.  Few of us can go on a trip without proper planning.  Likewise, it is difficult to enter Lent without some preparatory thought and prayer, at least it is difficult for me.  I often find myself arriving at Ash Wednesday having given little thought to my Lenten journey, and by then it is often too late to put anything meaningful into place. The traditional disciplines are self-examination, fasting, prayer, penitence, almsgiving and the study of scripture.    I encourage each of us to think and pray about our Lenten observance.  It is a journey that is intended to transform and refresh us.  How will you, how will I, how will we keep a holy Lent?  Will we take on some discipline, will we give something up?  Will we take on a particular task or recommit ourselves to study, meditation and prayer?  Let us think on these things so that we can travel from Ashes to Easter in the best way possible, drawing closer to the mercy of God and celebrating Christ’s resurrection fully in body, mind and spirit.  
During Lent and into the spring, we will host a study of St John’s Gospel.  Two parishioners are also suggesting more book studies. There are a number of suggestions before us which we are considering.
With the permission from the Bishop, our parish Vestry Meeting will be in two parts this year: Part one on March 9th will be for reports, nominations and the acceptance of Audited Statements of 2021-23; Part two in early May will be for the 2024 Financials and 2025 Budget.
As part of the Season of Spiritual Renewal, large Diocesan wide services are being planned for five dates over the year.  The first is on Saturday, March 22 at 2 pm at St Paul’s Bloor Street.  The Preacher is the Reverend Molly Finlay, Incumbent at St John’s Norway.  All are encouraged to attend this time of worship and celebration.
Please plan to join us on Saturday March 29th for our parish Discovery Day.
